Located in the northwest corner of Charlotte County on the
southern tip of Manasota Key, this mitsng stretch of sand is a
combination of a greatunbathing beach and a fascinating hike into a
natural du e ecosystem Most VIS.lt rs. to Stump Pass Beach Sta
§té§/ close tJ]tHe Barklﬂg ot, whictPis oh the n tﬂ dnd c
the park just past the entrance. While this is ideal for playing in the
surf, neass hor e snor kel ing, and hunt
the real natural beauty of this park lies farther to the south.

Roughly halfway into the park the beachgoers and fishermer
begin to thin out, and an interior hiking trail begins. Thet rrealf
mile of trail runs along stretches of Lemon Bay and winds through
buttonwood and red mangrove forests. There are five distinct natur:

s ucemmuntties fogne along thie trail. Dyring igh dide t sections of this

path may be flooded.

This area of the parls known for its bird life. Sightings might
include redbreasted mergansers, wood storks, and great blue heron
as well as semipal mat ebdlied piovers.i n
During the spring and fall migrations you might expect to see rec
knots, ruddy turnstones, magnificent frigatebirds, and migratory
warblers.

You might see an occasional squirrel or an errant raccoon, bt
also be on the lookout for gopher tortoises, indigo snakes, and gree
anoles. During the summer months, ask about the rdedesea
turtle patrols. This secluded beach is a popular nesting site fo
loggerheads. On the bay side of the park, you might spot a manat
searching for an underwater pasture of turtle grass.

The fishing throughout the park is excellent. Anglers warkhe
beach side will be reeling in whiting, flounder, snook, seatrout, anc
sheepshead, while the bay side is a good place to catch minnow
black-striped mullet, and redfish. Snorkeling, both on the bay and
beach sides, is a popular activity at the parlarge part because of
the exceptional water quality. Canoeing and kayaking the inside
waters of Lemon Bay is a favorite pastime for park visitors, though
care should be taken as this long, straight stretch of water is popul
with powerboats and wateskiers. There are no €site canoe or
kayak rentals.

One of the more interesting features of Stump Pass Beach Park
the severe beach erosion occurring on the gulf side. Here you ce
witness what may eventually happe
to barrier islands throughout Flogichs
a result of rising sea levels. At hig
tide the waves coming in from the gu
break directly against a twao four [
foot ledge. The beach disappeal
beneath the sea and the erosion crea
a sheer bluff. While this is hardly what the park rangersttksee,
these bluffs afford an interesting window into the root systems of
beachstabilizing plants such as sea oats and buttonwood trees. Tal
a moment to study these exposed root systems to understand w
these plants are protected by state law.

Stump Rss Beach State Park was purchased by the state
Florida in 1971. Today it offers picnic tables, rirefé showers,
restrooms, a pleasant pavilion, and boardwalks.

Busines versus Hobby.A key feature of a business is that you do the activity to make :
profit. This differs from a hobby that you may do for sport or recreation. There are ni
factors to consider when you determine if you do the activity to make a profit:
1 Wheher you carry on the activity in a businesslike manner.
1 Whether the time and effort you put into the activity indicate you intend to mak
it profitable.
Whether you depend on income from the activity for your livelihood.
Whether your losses are due ¢wcumstances beyond your control (or are
normal in the startup phase of your type of business).
1 Whether you change your methods of operation in an attempt to impro\
profitability.
1 Whether you or your advisors have the knowledge needed to carry on t
activity as a successful business.
1 Whether you were successful in making a profit in similar activities in the past.
1 Whether the activity makes a profit in some years and how much profit it make
1 Whether you can expect to make a future profit from {h@grexiation of the
assets used in the activity.

- Fertilizing when soils are saturated or
watch/warning events.

- Plant clippings or fertilizer to be left on impeouis surfaces.
